. Cheung Chau Nature Tour with Dr Martin Williams

Dr Martin Williams is a writer, a photographer and a conservationist in Hong Kong. He has written
numerous articles for BBC Wildlife, National Wildlife and Reader@Digest. Having been in Hong Kong
since 1987, and with a strong interest in wildlife and conversation issues in Hong Kong, he is active in
promoting the nature and ecological side of Hong Kong.  Dr Williams will lead us in this tour to the
outlying island of Cheng Chau, one of the few remaining places in Hong Kong where there is still a living
fishing community. WeQ travel to Cheng Chau island by public ferry.  On arrival, we@ walk around
the narrow streets, the local market and the famous Pak Tai Temple, and take a kai-to (the traditional
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water taxi for local fisherman to travel in the harbour) to get close to see the fishing boats and the boat
people. Talk a walk along the coast to the Cheung Po-tasi Cave. Cheung Po-tsai is a legendary pirate
who believed to have buried his treasures in his cave in Cheung Chau. There will be a bit of scrambling
over the rocks, but it is scenic. Enjoy a seafood lunch at a local restaurant.  There will be some free
time on the beach in the afternoon, where you are free to enjoy a drink, or a walk on the sandy beach.
Return to Hong Kong after the tour.
